Birchensale
had won both the girls and boys tournaments for at least the last 6 years, so we knew we were in for a
tough time. We had practised and the team were confident but still a bit nervous about their events.

Coppice were never out of the top three in all of the events; taking first place in both the single lap relay
and the over and under relay. In the field we were victorious in the triple jump and vertical jump. It was
neck and neck with Birchensale until the last event, the 4x1 relay.

None of the athletes or spectators knew that the two schools were equal on points but it was an exciting
finish to the event. We were drawn in lane three and Birchensale were in lane four. Coppice ran well, but
like the girls the week previously, it was our baton changing that gave us the edge. A fantastic last leg by
Zane gave Coppice the win and meant that the school had won the boys’ tournament overall by just two
points, breaking the cycle of wins by Birchensale. The boys’ team now go on to represent the district at
the county tournament in March.
