Dear Parents and Carers,

The news you have been waiting for! Our train booking is confirmed, and on Friday 15th June we will be bringing history to life as we re-enact what it would have been like for children in World War II to be evacuated to the countryside. The plan for the day is as follows:
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8:00am – 8:15am - Children arrive at school early between 8:00 and 8:15 to be registered. They will need to be dressed up like children from the war about to be evacuated (see images). They will need to carry a packed lunch (no glass or fizzy liquids please!) and their gas mask box (this will be homework after half term – more info to follow). 
8:30am – The coach leaves school ready for the journey to Kidderminster, where we will board the steam train to be evacuated. The train departs at 10:15am. 
11:00am – We will arrive at Highley train station.
11:00am – 12.40pm – The children will be taking part in activities at the Highley Visitor and Education Centre, where they will learn what it was like to live in WW2 as a child. 

12:40pm – 1:20pm – Picnic lunch (weather permitting!) 

1:20pm – 2:00pm - The children will be taking part in activities at the Highley Visitor and Education Centre, where they will learn what it was like to live in WW2 as a child.

2:00pm – Steam train brings us back to Kidderminster station ready for the coach to pick us up at 2:40pm. 

3:30pm – Arrive back at school.
