What does the story mean?

Stop at natural breaks in the story and
ask questions. Avoid questions with
“yes” or “no” answers.

+ What do you think will happen next?

 Which character in the story did you
like the best? Why?

v What was the setting of the story?
¥ Who was telling the story?

v What was the most exciting part of
the story?

+ Retell the story in your own words.

¥ What was the funniest, saddest, or
scariest part of the story?

Play Pictionary. You don’t need to run
our and buy the board game. Make up
your own list of words to draw. Be
sure to include a variety of words such
as words with prefixes, compound
words, verbs, adjectives, or even your
child’s current list of vocabulary words.
Write the words on strips of paper for
the game.

You will need two teams or players.
The first player selects a word and
reads it silently. Start a timer. The
player must then draw pictures of the
word to show its meaning while the
other team/player tries to guess the
word. Record the time it took to
correctly guess the word.

The next player/team takes a tum
using a different word. Again the timer
records the time. After several rounds,
the team/player with the least total
time wins the game.
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
