Year 2 Phonics Screening Update

Thursday 22" October 2020
Dear Parents/ Carers,

As you may already know, Year 1 children usually take the Phonics Screening Check in early
June. Due to school closures, the check did not take place this year. The Government have
announced The 2020 Phonics Screening Check will now take place during the second half of the
Autumn term, for Year 2 children. The Phonics Screening Check is a national test which is used to
assess children’s ability to decode words. Your child’s class teacher will be administering a
previous version of the check during the week beginning Monday 30" November 2020. It is vital
that you ensure your child is present during this week to complete the screening. If your child
does not meet the required threshold, they will be given another opportunity to have another go
later in the year. This will give them the chance to learn more sounds and consolidate their
phonics knowledge. We will send you a letter reporting your child’s results on Monday 14"
December.

In order to prepare the children for this, children have been actively engaging in our new daily Bug
Club Phonics lessons to recap sounds that should have been taught in Year 1. To help your child
with this, please try to practise phonics skills with them daily.
